ithin a confined space.  T
he T

inpietto is built at one seventh the 
size of the original, w

hich sits tightly surrounded by a church 
cloister.  T

iny as it is, the T
em

pietto has influenced architectural designs all over the w
orld.  T

he 
strength of the T

em
pietto’s form

 derives from
 the sim

plicity of its volum
es and the harm

ony of its 
proportions.  W

e attem
pted to rem

ain true to that spirit in our version.  K
eystone shaped cans of 

corned beef, w
hich taper in tw

o directions, allow
ed us to build a sm

ooth, rounded dom
e.  T

he 
exposed silver bottom

s of the cans echo the grey lead roof of the original.  T
he cans that form

 the 
colum

ns and cladding of the base w
ere chosen to recall the light colors and proportion of the 

original structure. A
t its heart, literally and figuratively, the T

inpietto is truly Italian. Jum
bo cans of 

“S
uprem

o Italiano” im
ported Italian peeled tom

atoes form
 the structural core of the project.
